OFFICER TIMOTHY BENJAMIN
SPEAKS AT VPSF GOLF TOURNAMENT

Remington Police Officer Timothy Benjamin spoke
to guests at the Silver Star Golf Tournament on April 29
about his experience receiving aid from VPSF following a
serious line of duty injury. Remington is located in Fauquier
County in Northern Virginia.

Officer Benjamin was dispatched to a domestic violence
call on January 20, 2008. While traveling to the scene, a
pickup truck crossed the median on Route 29 and hit his
patrol car, sending it off the road and into a telephone pole.
The driver of the pick-up was later convicted of driving
under the influence.

Officer Benjamin was flown by helicopter to INOVA
Fairfax Hospital where he was treated for a fractured femur
and broken hip. Doctors recommended that he undergo hip
replacement surgery.

VPSF provided financial assistance to Officer Benjamin
and his family during the extended leave required for his
recovery. “This foundation was there for me when I needed
them, and your support for VPSF has helped me and my
family — Thank you,” Benjamin said.

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GOVERNOR KAINE APPOINTS 3 TO MEDAL OF VALOR REVIEW BOARD

On May 6, Governor Tim Kaine appointed three new
members to the Medal of Valor Review Board. Donald
Hansen of Elliston, Cynthia Garrett of Ruckersville and
Charise Thompson of Warrenton will serve terms beginning
in 2009 and ending in 2011. They replace Larry Gwaltney,
Gary Dalton, and Raymond Bell, respectively.

Don Hansen is a branch chief with the Virginia
Department of Fire Programs and a volunteer firefighter in
Roanoke County. He has worked in fire and rescue service
for 26 years. He is filling the Medal of Valor Review Board
seat reserved for a volunteer firefighter.

Cindy Garrett is an EMT with the Madison County
Department of Emergency Medical Services and a mother

of three. She fills the seat reserved for an EMT.

Charise Thompson is a second lieutenant with the
Fairfax County Sheriff’s Department where she serves as
Special Projects and Reserve Deputy Coordinator. She lives
in neighboring Fauquier County. She fills a seat reserved
for a sheriff’s officer.

The Medal of Valor Review Board was created by act of
the General Assembly in 2002. It recommends to the Governor
candidates toreceive the Medal of Valor. Members are appointed
by the governor to serve three-year terms. The board is
required to be comprised of a police officer, deputy sheriff, paid
firefighter, volunteer firefighter, corrections officer, volunteer
rescue squad member, and one citizen representative.

JIM FITZPATRICK HONORED FOR DEDICATION TO VPSF

Jim Fitzpatrick, golf tournament
director for VPSF’s Silver Star Golf
Tournament for the past four years,
was honored for his service with
a plaque presented by VPSF Vice
President Hadden Culp during this

LODD PROFILE:
ERICSUTPHIN

Corporal FEric Sutphin
of the Montgomery County
Sherrif’s Office was
awarded the Medal of Valor
by Governor Mark Warner
in 2005. He received the
award for his extraordinary
efforts to assist a fellow
officer killed in the line of duty.

In the early morning hours of May 9, 2003, Corporal
Sutphin responded to an “officer down” call from
Christiansburg. When he arrived on the scene, which was
a local convenience store, he could see an officer hanging
out of the door of his police car. He would later learn it
was Officer Scott Hylton of the Christiansburg Police
Department, who had been shot and killed.

He also saw a car leaving the scene without headlights
and, thinking quickly, Sutphin used his car to stop the
getaway vehicle, slamming into the driver’s side door and
pushing the car onto the curb. When the cars came to a
stop, the driver opened fire on Sutphin, hitting him twice,
once under his right arm and once on his shoulder. Sutphin
returned heavy fire and pursued the assailant on foot before
cornering him behind a nearby dumpster. When the man
redrew his weapon to resume firing on Sutphin and the
other officers who had now arrived on the scene, Sutphin
shot and killed him, 21-year-old Christopher Holmes.

Though Sutphin recovered from his gunshot wounds,
he left the Montgomery County Sheriff’s Office after the
incident. Worried about the risks of his profession for
his wife and young family, he left public safety for a
less stressful job in sales. However, he returned to police
work less than a year later.

Two years after returning to the force, Sutphin
sustained fatal gunshot wounds in the line of duty.

Sutphin was searching for escaped prisoner William
Morva near the Virginia Tech campus in Blacksburg
when he came across Morva, who opened fire and
killed Sutphin.

Sutphin left behind a wife and twin daughters who
are now 10 years old.

VPSF provided assistance to Corporal Sutphin’s
wife immediately following his death in 2006. Moreover,
VPSF assisted the family of Officer Scott Hylton
following his death in 2003.

Whether responding to a Line of Duty Death or
helping to give the highest honor that the state awards to
public safety officers, VPSF has been working to support
officers and their families for 15 years.
